Glenda reported that the TEEC command center ceased operations this am after calls slowed significantly. She thanked all who supported the command center. The following points were discussed and shared.

· DSHS running PSAs for patients - on getting dialysis and providing TEEC line

· PSAs for dialysis patients that have evacuated - on staying evacuated 

· Calls still coming in from patients looking for treatments

· Patients calling informing Network of clinics referring them to TEEC to find treatments

· Water problems in Beaumont

· Two clinics open in Golden Triangle; one in Beaumont, Orange

· NE Texas stressed with volume, but up and running

· 40 DaVita clinics up, several with running 20 hour days, 17 of those are using generators

· DaVita still has some staff that have evacuated, but are re-allocating staff from closed clinics

· FMC 23 clinics up and running in Houston – 3 with structural damage

· Houston FMC staffing ok, assistance is coming in from other FMC areas

· USRC opened up 2 clinics for home patients and took walk ins

· Davita: San Antonio/Austin took in 300+ that they are working with and placement of another possible 150. Most of the CC and Victoria patients have returned home

· Question to CMS on new survey process due to Ike

· Glenda H. reported on attending the CMS training for surveyors and reported that the new assessment and plan of care will be expected to be completed within the year as they become unstable or assessments and care plans are updated 

· As of 10/14 all new patients are expected to be brought in with the new assessment and plan of care

· Discussed KCER call today and need to account for patients. Discussed plan for all NW’s other than 14 to do the DPAR and for LDO’s to report their best estimate to NW 14 on patients from affected areas in Texas being treated that are their patients and by numbers as much as possible by other LDO’s and Independents. Informed that DPAR in Texas will performed next week. 

· Call Network if we have questions on patient’s home clinics and assistance in placing Independent patients back to home units
